
 

7 DAYS– AMAZING TEXAS  

 Day 01-Houston 

Welcome to Houston, a large metropolis in Texas, extending to Galveston Bay. It’s 

closely linked with the Space Center Houston, the coastal visitor center at NASA’s 

astronaut training and flight control complex. Transfer to your hotel upon arrival. 

 

 Day 02 –Houston – NASA Space Center + City Tour  

After breakfast, visit Mission Control, Rocket Park, Independence Plaza, and 
the astronaut training facility. See popular landmarks around Houston, 
stopping briefly for photos during a sightseeing tour. With a map and 
instructions, enjoy the flexibility to explore the space center on your own time, 
without the stress of rushing. (Meals: B) 
 

Day 03 – Houston – San Antonio 

After breakfast take a plane to San Antonio, a major city in south-central Texas with a 

rich colonial heritage. The Alamo, an 18th-century Spanish mission preserved as a 

museum, marks an infamous 1836 battle for Texan independence from Mexico. 

Following the San Antonio River, the miles-long River Walk is a landmark pedestrian 

promenade lined with cafes and shops. HemisFair Park’s 750-ft. Tower of the Americas 

overlooks the city. Transfer to your hotel upon arrival. (Meals: B)  

 

 Day 04 –San Antonio Full Day City Tour 

Grand Historic City Tour Included details the history, architecture, and confluence of 

cultures that make San Antonio unique. With exciting narratives and sound effects 

about historical sites and significant events, this experience covers over 60 points of 

interest. You will get a grand overview of the Downtown Reach, Museum Reach, and 

Mission Reach of San Antonio (Meals: B) 

 

Day 05-San Antonio – Dallas  

After breakfast, fly to Dallas, a modern metropolis in north Texas, is a commercial 

and cultural hub of the region. Downtown’s Sixth Floor Museum at Dealey Plaza 

commemorates the site of President John F. Kennedy’s assassination in 1963. In the 

Arts District, the Dallas Museum of Art and the Crow Collection of Asian Art cover 

thousands of years of art. The sleek Nasher Sculpture Center showcases 

contemporary sculpture. Transfer to your hotel upon arrival.(Meals: B)
