Day 1 Melbourne Arrival

Welcome to Melbourne, Australia. Upon arrival meet our
representative at the airport & proceed to hotel check in (Standard
check time 03:00 PM) and relax.

Day 14 Rotorua — Whakarewarewa — Waitomo Glow Worm Cave —
Auckland

guided tour and witness phenomena of Mother Nature and learn how we
have come to live in harmony within this unique landscape and
environment and later enjoy the Maori cultural Dance (if time permits).
