01 Day Melbourne Arrival 
             Welcome to Melbourne, Australia. Upon arrival meet our 
representative at the airport & proceed to hotel check in (Standard check 
time 03:00 PM) and relax.

11 Day – Green Island – Great Barrier  

               After breakfast proceed to board the cruise liner to the Green 
Island to see the Great Barrier Reef, world’s large Coral reef system. 
Green Island is beautiful coral cay on Australia’s Great Barrier Reef. It has 
unique rainforests surrounded by white sandy beaches & magnificent 
coral reefs, which have abundant marine life. There are various activities 
like snorkeling and swimming in the warm island waters, viewing the 
spectacular reef from the coral viewing tours and helicopter (optional) 
rides.
